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A girl who first joined 
Wycliffe from a local prep 
school opted for a change 
after completing her 
GCSEs, leaving to attend 
a sixth form college for her 
A levels only to return 
within her first term.

She says that she missed all the 
opportunities and support that are 
not available anywhere else apart from 
Wycliffe. She has now been made a 
school prefect and Head of her House.

Amy Chubb, a day girl from Dursley, 
says that she enjoyed the two years 
of studying for GCSEs at Wycliffe but 
that it was hard work which at the 
time clouded her view of the school. I 
thought I would try somewhere else and 
try something different,’ Amy explains.

When Amy attended the local Sixth 
Form College she said: ‘I missed all 
those things about Wycliffe that I took 
for granted, such as the House system, 
the encouragement of the staff, House 
Music and being involved in the plays. 
In a way I was glad I left for a bit, 
because when I returned, it made me 
appreciate what Wycliffe is all about.’

Amy is now in the Lower Sixth and 
is studying English, History, Politics 
and Drama for AS Level and has also 
been made a prefect and Head of 
Collingwood, the day house.

‘The Sixth Form at Wycliffe is so 
different to being a younger pupil in the 
Senior School.  I think that we all grew 
up over the summer holidays after our 
GCSEs. There is now a more mature 
relationship with the staff and we are 
respected as young adults. The teachers 
expect us to enjoy the responsibility and 

independence of these two years but 
also step up to the various challenges 
that we face. They keep reminding us 
that we are all here to achieve. The 
tutors always check if you are fine and 
you can go to them with any problems 
knowing they will help you.’

Amy describes Wycliffe as a friendly 
school with an inclusive atmosphere.  
She feels that this ethos is created by 
the house system which she describes 
as being like a family. She is especially 
appreciative of all the chances to 
perform in music and drama.  

‘There are opportunities at other 
schools, but here you are really 
encouraged to get involved,’ Amy 
says. ‘The highlights for me here 
have been the events such as House 
Music competitions which really bring 
everyone together, and being in the cast 
of ‘The Threepenny Opera’. The moving 
and intense play by German dramatist, 
Bertolt Brecht was the school’s 
outstanding major production this year.  

Reflecting on her experience, Amy offers 
some advice. ‘The Sixth Form is such 
an intense and important time that I’m 
so glad that I stayed in a supportive 
environment which I knew and where 
I could get my head down straight 
away. The experience just isn’t the same 
anywhere else.’

Like a black cloud flying silently across 
the tennis courts, a swarm of bees 
arrived at Wycliffe.

Once that is done, we will 
move our hive into its final location and 
will receive a swarm similar to the one 
which wanted to live here this week. 
The Bee Club are receiving their training 
from Stroud Beekeeping Association and 
once fully trained, we will then be able 
to look after our own bees.

All of the Wycliffe community wish 
Rob, together with his wife, Alison, 
and their two children Jonny  and 
Kate (both OWs), the happiest of 
retirements. After 31 years coaching 
the 2nd X1 cricket team, he deserves it!

We were delighted and privileged to host 
Olympic Rowing coach Bill Barry for a 
training session involving our senior boys 
quad last Tuesday 17th May.

Bill, who won a silver medal at the Tokyo 
Olympics in 1964 rowing for Great 
Britain, coaches Great Britain’s most 
successful single sculler Alan Campbell. 
He and Alan have been in partnership for 
8 years and under Bill’s mentorship Alan 
came 5th in the Beijing Olympics and 
3rd at the World Rowing Championships 
last year. 

They have high hopes of success at the 
London 2012 Games. So it was a great 
privilege for us at the Boat Club when he 
agreed to attend a sculling session and 

coach the J17 boys quad, David Zan 
Kryser, Tom James, Rob Camm and 
Matt Crouch.

Bill’s passion for rowing and attention 
detail became very clear as we took to 
the water. He expected high standards 
and commitment to improve and the 
boys rose to the occasion, concentrating 
hard on the aspects of technique that he 
asked them to perform. After a two hour 
paddle the difference in their technique 
was noticeable and Bill complemented 
the whole crew on their efforts.

He talked of the levels of commitment 
and determination he expects from Alan 
Campbell, even describing his gruelling 
Christmas Day regime running along the 

beach and sand dunes in his home town 
in Northern Ireland and this obviously 
inspired the boys to work hard to attain 
their own goals. With National Schools 
Regatta and Henley Qualifying races 
approaching fast this Master Class in 
sculling provide a great boost to our 
morale and determination to put 
Wycliffe Boat Club at the top.

Wycliffe squash players have just 
completed their best ever season by 
doing the double in the National School 
Championships. They won both the 
boys Under 19 and Under 15 titles – 
a feat which no other school has ever 
achieved in the 70 year history of 
the competition!

Wycliffe last won the Under 19 title 
back in 2002 when Alister Walker 
(currently 19 in the world rankings) was 
in the team. Since then, the title has 
belonged to Millfield. 

The team arrived at the National Centre 
in Manchester with a genuine chance 
of recapturing this prestigious title, but 
they knew they were going to need to 
play their best squash of the season.

They won their semi final against 
Manchester Grammar School 5-0 so 
the stage was set for a final showdown 
against Millfield. First on were Harry 
Heathcock at number 5 and Scott Young 
at number 3. Both players spurred 
Wycliffe off to a perfect start with a win. 
Next on court was Lyell Fuller, 
an England Under 17 international. 
He came up against the 3rd best 
junior in the world, Egyptian Marwan 
Shorbaggy. Despite losing in straight 
games, he put up a great fight and 
played some superb squash. Kale 
Wilson from Trinidad then went on 
at number 2 and was outplayed by a 
young Israeli. It was now all down to 
Kyran Young at number 4. He showed 

last year in the under 15 boys final 
against Millfiled that he was a “big 
match” player and he proved it again 
by dispatching the Millfield player in 4 
games. The title was Wycliffe’s again. 
Captain Greg Mason had only just 
returned from a long injury break and 
consequently only played in the semi 
finals. He said in his speech that this 
was one of his greatest achievements 
at Wycliffe.

The Under 15 made it a double 
by winning 5-0 in the final against 
Heathside from Surrey. Lyell Fuller, 
Kyran Young and Harry Heathcock 
were backed up by Dvario Thompson, 
Alex Schranz and Krys Fishwick, with 
James Telford, travelling reserve. 

To cap a wonderful season, the squad 
have won 9 European Open titles this 
season. Kale Wilson won the Finnish 
U19 open, Kyran Young the Hungarian 
U15 Open, Ellie Hewer the Hungarian 
U15 open, Cindy Merlo the Finnish, 
Hungarian, and Swiss U13 Opens and 
Lyell Fuller the Finnish U15 Open as 
well as the Hungarian and Scottish 
U17 Opens.

Wycliffe squash coach, Dave Morrish, 
has certainly had a fairytale ending to 
his career at Wycliffe and leaves at the 
end of the year to take up a coaching 
position in Canada. As from September 
Jonny Harford (OW 1996-01) takes up 
the new position as director of Squash.

In 2009, whilst on 
tour with England in Argentina, Tim was 
called up to join the British Lions squad 
in South Africa.
