Our curriculum is

Each pupil is truly 
known and valued
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Year 9 is a time when you learn the skills and 
knowledge to be able to start public exam courses 
with confidence. In Year 9, we o�er all subjects to all 
pupils, and then with parental support and guidance, 
you will choose the subjects that you will take for 
GCSE. 

With 20 GCSE options, there is a lot of choice to 
study subjects from many disciplines. 

Our curriculum is one of the best in the country. 
This is supported by constant and robust monitoring, 
tracking and assessment, meaning that pupils’ 
attainment is being continuously reviewed and 
strategies implemented to help them succeed. 

As pupils progress into Year 12, they need to make 
their post-16 learning choices based on what their 
preferred career option is, or the subjects where they 
are likely to do well or that they enjoy. 

There are nearly 30 courses in the Sixth Form, including 
A Levels and BTECs/CTECs in Digital Production, 
Sport and Business Studies, and the Extended Project 
Qualification. Pupils may start Year 12 with four 
subjects, reducing to three after consultations with 
their tutor and the Head of Sixth Form.

Wycli�e invests in both 

curriculum and sta� development 

to ensure that pupils bene�t from 

the best teaching and learning 

available.

The House system provides every pupil, whether a 
Boarder or a Day pupil, a place to call their own.

Our programme includes careers, relationship 
education, mental and emotional wellbeing, financial, 
global and political awareness, and practical skills, such 
as cooking, ironing and how to change a car tyre. 

During the GCSE years, an important aspect is how 
to study e�ectively and our syllabus, supported by 
the tutorial system, ensures that learning how to 
study and revise properly are central to what we do. 

Games and sporting opportunities for all pupils 
are provided at every level throughout the Senior 
School. Excellent facilities combined with specialist 
coaching, a competitive fixtures list, including local, 
district and national tournaments provide pupils 
with the opportunity to enjoy being part of a team 
and through our Gifted and Talent Programme, 
to perform at the top of their chosen sport. Boys’ 
games focus on Rugby, Football and Cricket while 
the girls play Hockey, Netball, Rounders and Tennis.

IELTS

The International English Language Testing System 
(IELTS) is the most widely recognised certificate of 
English for international pupils wishing to enter Higher 
Education institutions in the United Kingdom, as well 
as many other English-speaking countries. 

The preparation course not only improves a pupil’s 
academic English fluency but also complements  
A Level studies in other subjects, by providing study 
skills input. Non-native speakers of English will be 
enrolled in IELTS classes in Year 12, unless they have 
already gained a good (I)GCSE pass in English First 
Language or equivalent. 

Those whose English is already advanced will receive 
a crash course in exam skills, in order to enrol as soon 
as they have mastered the techniques required. Other 
pupils will continue to attend lessons to improve their 
overall fluency in English language. The IELTS exam 
tests the four skills of reading, writing, listening and 
speaking, and requires candidates to have a good 
awareness of current a�airs: they will need to both 
understand and demonstrate their opinion on topics 
such as education, crime, travel, health, science 
and technology, social and global issues and the 
environment; all this with a high degree of precision 
and fluency. 

Therefore, it is critical to keep up to date with the 
news and endeavour to expand command of topical 
vocabulary on a regular basis. Online media sites such 
as TED Talks, which provide stimulating, relevant 
content, are great for enhancing language skills, too. 
Above all, success in this subject depends on good 
independent study habits, as well as the determination 
to communicate regularly with peers around campus 
in English.

As a Round Square School, Wycli�e is part of Round 
Square’s internationally diverse network of 250 
like-minded schools in 50 countries on 6 continents.
